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WEB Tuition Assistance





Tuition Assistance is a great benefit for active duty service members. U.S. Navy personnel can receive funding for 5 colleges courses per fiscal year. TA will pay for 16 semester hours, not to exceed $250 per semester hour; or 24 quarter hours, not to exceed $166.67 per quarter hour.  This is a benefit separate from the G.I. Bill, another source of funding.


Very soon the Navy will require Tuition Assistance requests to be processed electronically through the Web TA program. Navy College at Naval Base Coronado offers a Web TA brief every Wednesday at 0900. The brief takes about one hour and no advance sign-up is required.


Did you know you have up to $4000 of Tuition Assistance available every Fiscal Year? Did you know the money does not roll over to the next year if not used? That is correct – unused TA money is a lost opportunity to use up to $4000 for education.


If you have not started your college education, there is no time like the present to get started. Learn about on-base college programs, distance learning, NCPACE college courses for sea duty, and even testing for college credit. Talk to an Education Advisor today at your Navy College Office.

CLEP, DSST, and Excelsior exams are offered at no cost to service members through our National Testing Center (NTC). The exams offer college credits on a variety of subjects. English Composition, Social Sciences/History, Natural Sciences, and College Mathematics are just a few examples of available subject exams. 


There is no need to buy expensive study programs to prepare for the exams. Navy College can offer recommendations on how to prepare for the exams. 


Navy College also offers the SAT, ACT, and the GED as well as the Defense Language Proficiency Test (DLPT) for foreign language skills. Passing the DLPT can result in college credit recommendations on the SMART transcript. 


The Automotive Service Excellence (ASE) Exam is offered every May and November.
