The provision would cover service members and federal civilian employees in these categories who purchased a primary residence before July 1, 2006 and who receive PCS orders or suffered a wound, injury, or illness while deployed between that date and September 30, 2012.  The wounded, ill, or injured member/employee would qualify only if the condition were subsequently rated as at least 30%disabiling by DoD or the VA and the member was reassigned for medical treatment/rehabilitation or was medically retired.  In the event the member died of the injury or illness or was killed in the line of duty while deployed, the survivor would receive the coverage.                                                                      


We asked the Appropriations Committee staff for the rationale for establishing the July 1, 2006 cutoff date for home purchases.  They indicated the sense that the home market decline was underway at that point, and the intent was to protect people who purchased homes before they had any warning to expect a decline.                                         


Under the HAP, a person who sells a home at a loss upon relocation (based on fair market values determined by the Secretary of Defense) can be reimbursed for the lost fair market value, with the service member/employee absorbing a “deductible” amounting to 5% of the 2006 value.    


The stimulus bill language specifies this would be a special program that could be used only once, and only for a primary residence.  A homeowner who previously received any payment under HAP would be ineligible.                            


The House version of the stimulus bill (H.R. 1), which passed the House on Wednesday, does not contain a similar provision.                                                     


The full Senate is expected to begin consideration of the stimulus bill next week.  Once the Senate approves it- which could take a week or more- House of Senate leaders will need to reconcile this and other differences between their respective bills.                                                           


MOAA strongly supports the Senate provision.  Once the full Senate approves the bill-hopefully next week—we will generate an alert urging house of Senate leaders to retain this provision in the final stimulus bill.

ROMANCE/INTIMACY





Intimacy and sex is not the same thing.  Hopefully you and your partner have maintained a solid sense of intimacy, or an “emotional connection,” during the deployment through frequent communication.  What you have not been able to maintain, as you and your partner are no doubt aware, is the sexual component of your relationship.  Since sex tends to be prominent in the thinking of both spouses during deployment, it tends to become a key focus of reunion.  Given sexuality is a highly personal aspect of your personal and marital lives; you need to deal with this area with patience.





Although sexual intimacy can resume instantly, and this may well be your mutual desire, the level of overall emotional intimacy and comfort with one another that you experienced before the deployment may take awhile to regain.  Keep in mind that for over several months you’ve only been able to communicate with each other, at best, a few minutes a week, and that you’ve had no face-to-face contact.  Again, go slow.





Considering you’ve both experienced personal growth while separated, it makes sense to take some time to get to know each other again, not unlike two friends who haven’t seen each for a while.  Build upon intimacy you shared. Recognize you and your partner are “out of practice”.  As a result, it’s not highly unusual after lengthy separations for temporary awkwardness to arise.  Also, you may feel a bit uncomfortable together initially.  If you have such experiences, do not make too much of them, as doing so only heightens anxiety, which in turn can set you up for negative cycle of sexual problems.  Simply relax, take your time, and let your sexual relationship resume in a way that is gratifying for both of you.

Keep in mind that your spouse has been operating in a regimented environment with a daily routine.  Transition to family life takes awhile.  In some instances, your spouse might be rebellious against any kind of schedule or preplanned activity you have set up.  Be patient. There might also be some trouble sleeping soundly throughout the night at first.  It takes some time to make the transition from barracks-style living to home living, especially if your spouse has been standing rotating shifts or working irregular hours.


Do not take it personally if you find your spouse day dreaming about work related issues.  Your spouse has been immersed in a totally work-related environment while away from home.  It takes a while to let go of that world, even when a spouse is relieved to be away from it and home with the family.


You might find that your spouse is either surprised or even hurt that you have been able to manage everything so well alone.  Try not to get defensive.  Everyone wants to feel needed.  Reassure your partner that although you are capable of handling the household and family on your own, you need companionship and emotional support. Point out that it also makes life a lot easier when you have someone with whom you can share these responsibilities.





*Do something special to welcome your spouse home…make his favorite dessert. Be understanding and flexible if your spouse is too tired to notice.


 *  Give your spouse time to adjust to being home. Don’t tightly schedule activities for them. Don’t expect them to take all their old chores right away.


*   Plan on some family togetherness time.  Suggest a picnic or special family meal.


*   Be patient and tolerant with your spouse.  He or she may do things exactly as before.  New experiences during deployment may bring changes to attitude and outlook.  There may be initial discomfort in adjusting.


*   Don’t be surprised if your spouse is a little hurt by how well you were able to run the household and manage without them.  Let them know your preference is to share those responsibilities again.


*   Stay involved in your own activities and interests, but be flexible about making time for your spouse. 





FOR THE RETURNING MARINE/SAILOR





Remember to communicate with your spouse.  Communicate with your spouse and let him/her know what you expect and need.  Below are some topics that you may consider addressing with your spouse:





*    Spending some time with the entire family doing family things.


*    Ask your spouse to show interest and pleasure in how family members have grown and mastered new skills.


*    Expect it will take a little time to become reacquainted with your spouse.  Be sure to tell them just how much you care about them. Make an effort to do romantic things.


*     Resist the temptation to criticize.  Remember that your spouse has been doing her or his best to run the household single-handedly.  Give them credit for their efforts.


*     Take time to understand how your family may have changed during the separation.


*     Don’t be surprised if some family members are a bit resentful of the deployment.  Others may view the deployment as more fun and exciting than staying at home.


*     Infants and small children may be shy or even fearful around you at first.  Be patient.


*     Resist the temptation to go on a spending spree to celebrate your return.  The extra money saved may be needed later for unexpected expenses.


*     Most importantly, make time to talk with your loved ones.  Your spouse and each child need individual time and attention from you.  Focus on the positives!!!!

Housing Assistance Program Expansion

WASHINGTON – Vice President Joe Biden today announced the Defense Department’s plan to expand its housing assistance program with $555 million devoted to service members forced to sell their homes at a loss due to the country’s struggling housing market. The financial support comes from President Barack Obama’s American Recovery and Reinvestment Act to supplement the department’s Homeowner’s Assistance Program, Biden said aboard the USS Ronald Reagan during a visit with sailors and their families at Naval Base Coronado in San Diego. The funds are allocated to provide benefits to military and civilian employees, according to a specific priority order, who suffered housing financial losses since 2006.


RELATED ARTICLE: �� HYPERLINK "http://www.military.com/finance/pcs-moving-guide/moving/relief-for-military-homeowners.html" �Relief for Military Homeowners in Stimulus Package�  “The sacrifices military families make for our country, in terms of deployments but also moving several times in their career, are immense,” he said. “They often don’t get to choose when they move and may be forced to sell their homes when they don’t want to.” Several times during the average military career, military members may be ordered to change duty stations to meet the mission requirements for their respective branch of service. Duty calls on service members and their families to relocate and establish a new home as frequently as every two to three years. Many have moved because of base closures under the 2005 Defense Base Realignment and Closure Act.  Some families have been forced to sell their homes despite the possibility of losing thousands of dollars amid the country’s struggling economy and housing market. Many military members can’t afford to own a home near Fort Bragg, N.C., and rent or buy another near Scott Air Force Base, Ill., for example. “We are in the middle of a credit and housing crises, and we recognize that military families cannot generally choose when to move,” the vice president said, “so we've used the Recovery Act to dramatically expand what was once a fairly small program, assisting families forced to relocate due to base closures or normal assignment rotations.”       The initiative isn’t entirely new, however. The Pentagon has offered and provided similar financial assistance to military and civilian employees for more than 40 years, defense officials said. Until now, the program’s primary support has focused on those who owned homes and lost money near closed or soon-to-be-closed down military installations under BRAC.      With the expansion, the Pentagon can now provide partial reimbursement for home-sale losses to other groups. The priority order for the benefits, according to Pentagon officials, are as followed:


-- Wounded service members relocating for treatment or medical retirement, and for the surviving family members of those who have died while on deployment.                                          -- Military and Defense Department civilian employees affected by BRAC without the need to prove whether the base closure or the general housing market decline caused the loss.                      -- Normal permanent change of station moves, but only on a retroactive basis that covers PCS moves between July 1, 2006 through Dec. 31, 2009.  All active and former members of the Army, Navy, Marine Corps, Air Force and Coast Guard, as well as DoD civilians who have sold a home since 2006 may visit the Homeowners Assistance Program Website to learn specific program criteria and eligibility. 


ONE VOICE—Senate homeowner relief act


Senate proposes Military Homeowner Relief the “American Recovery and reinvestment Act” (s.336), the economic stimulus bill offered by the Senate Appropriations Committee this week, includes a provision that would provide significant relief to military homeowners on PCS orders who are upside down on their mortgages or otherwise  suffer a significant loss on the sale of their homes.  It would also cover certain wounded warriors and their survivors. The bill would temporarily extend coverage to these groups under the Homeowners Assistance Program (HAP), which normally only applies members whose home values are depressed by base realignments and closures.
