Pay Allotments

Pay allotments are a wonderful way
to make sure that money is pro-
vided to family at home to pay
household expenses and bills AND
allowing the Marine access to some
cash for personal items while de-
ployed.

Yet, allotments can be frustrating
in the beginning since your money
is held for two paycheck cycles
and the third paycheck the deposit
is completed. PLEASE do not
panic, your money is not lost!!!

$500, on April 1st, $250 is with-
