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Deployment & Readiness Support (DRS)

“Providing tools for personal & family readiness”

Marine Corps Family Team Building, DRS Section enhances unit readiness by delivering mobile family education programs to all ages.  Designed specifically for Marines, Sailors and families, these programs increase their awareness of relevant readiness issues, while offering individuals creative ideas to build a healthy family.  DRS provides tools for personal and family readiness that can be applied everyday.  These tools can immensely improve an individual’s personal and family readiness, which can result in enhanced unit readiness for commands.

DRS staff work closely with unit family readiness personnel to help units design fun and effective readiness activities.  DRS offers readiness support to units and to families by providing Command Support, Professional Military Education, Readiness Education, and a Children’s Program. 

Command Support

DRS provides consultations with Commanding Officers, Key Volunteers, Family Readiness Officers, and other unit representatives.  It offers recommendations to them that will assist them in producing successful readiness events.   DRS provides sample agendas and FRO planning guides, etc.  Additionally, DRS provides information and referral assistance to unit representatives managing readiness cases.  DRS provides a direct link to a variety of community and base agencies and connects units to program representatives.   Generally, these representatives are available to speak at unit events and are great resources for specific program information.  DRS also provides publications for readiness education such as, the popular Channing & Bete publications, What’s Next: A Guide to Personal Readiness, Deployment Information Handbook, as well as, other base and local community resources.  Units often use these resources for pre-deployment briefs, family days, and key volunteer meetings.

Professional Military Education

DRS provides command briefs to key senior level personnel.  Additionally DRS conducts readiness classes and MCFTB information briefs at professional military courses such as the Advanced, Career, and Sergeants’ Courses.

Readiness Education

At the request of the unit, DRS conducts readiness workshops, pre-deployment briefs, emotional cycle of deployment classes, and marriage readiness briefs.  Presentations are tailored to meet the needs of the deploying units, as well as, non-deploying units. 

Return and Reunion Workshops 

DRS offers a Return and Reunion Workshop for spouses of deployed Marines and Sailors to discuss, share, and learn ways to successfully transition through the return and reunion process.  These popular and interactive workshops are conducted at the request of the unit.  Commands are highly encouraged to schedule a Return & Reunion Workshop for a date that is at least six to eight weeks in advance of the anticipated date of the unit’s return.  Appointments are taken as early as five months in advance.  

Children’s Puppet Shows

DRS offers a Children’s Program to encourage parents to talk to their children about the upcoming deployment or return of the military parent.  Through the use of puppets, children are able to share their concerns and feelings in a fun and safe environment.  The DRS Children’s Program includes two puppet shows.  There is a pre-deployment and a return and reunion puppet show that are designed to help normalize children’s emotional feelings about the deployment and return of their parent.  Parents and children are highly encouraged to view the puppet show together.  The shows also offer parents creative ways to keep in touch with their children during the deployment and reconnect after the deployment.  These puppet shows are ideal for a unit sponsored family day event.

All DRS programs emphasize the importance of preparing for readiness and offers tools to successfully achieve personal, family and unit readiness.  

Key Volunteer Network (KVN)

 “Strengthening unit communities through family readiness education”

Marine Corps Family Team Building, Key Volunteer Network Section conducts training and provides a variety of programs, and services to assist commands and Key Volunteers in developing effective family readiness programs that enhance unit and family readiness. 

KVN Training 

· Key Volunteer Basic Training: Key Volunteer Basic Training prepares Key Volunteers in the skills and information they need to build strong communities and assist families in becoming self-sufficient.  Classes may be taken in a one-day condensed eight-hour class on Saturday or divided into three evening or morning classes of three hours each.

· Key Volunteer Coordinator Training (KVC): Key Volunteer Coordinator Training prepares Key Volunteers to take a leadership role within their unit’s Key Volunteer Network. Classes are three hours in length and held quarterly at the Religious Development Center. 

· Family Readiness Officer Training (FRO): Family Readiness Officer Training teaches the duties and connection between the Key Volunteer Network and the Commanding Officer.  Training is designed to increase the knowledge of the FRO on matters pertaining to information, organizations and services available to support unit commanders, service members and their families.  The FRO is identified as the command expert on all family readiness matters. 

KVN Programs Support: Provide guest speakers and resources for unit and community events.  Consultation is offered by appointment to FRO’s, KVC’s and KV’s.  

MCFTB Media Resource Room

This first rate Media Resource Room is conveniently located on-site in Building 1344 (MCFTB offices).  It offers unit representatives and families the opportunity to obtain information pertaining to a vast amount of community and base resources.  Copiers, fax machines, and computers are available on-site.  Family Readiness Officers, Key Volunteers, and spouses are welcome to use these resources.

All FROs/KVCs are recommended to schedule the pre-deployment event no later than 4 weeks prior to your preferred event time.

Time and Event Location: Time and location can contribute to a successful turnout.  As you select your event location, please consider this as an opportunity to develop a sense of family.  We recommend that you evaluate the facility’s acoustics and climate control devices as well.  Some event locations may require you to bring additional equipment to the site to make the site comfortable for the unit’s service members and their families. Readiness Materials  

All deployment and readiness support materials must be picked up from the Deployment & Readiness Support no later than 7 business days prior to your event date.   Publications for adults include: What’s Next: A Guide To Family Readiness, Deployment Information Handbook, Meeting the Challenges of Deployment, Family Care Plan, and About Reunion.   Publications for children include: My Book When My Parent Goes Away, Let’s Talk About Reunion, and Deployment Days.
Roundtable Discussion Meetings

Unit representatives are encouraged to schedule monthly or bimonthly “Roundtable Discussion Meetings” as early as six months in advance of the final pre-deployment fair or brief.  These meetings usually last 30 minutes to one hour and offer service members and their families a chance to get information about “hot topics.”  A list of speakers can be found on the Speakers List in this guide.  Speakers' welcome questions from their guests and will provide answers as appropriate.  “Hot topics” are generally legal, medical, military pay, allotments, finances, and childcare to name a few.

Scheduling Speakers 

As you plan your pre-deployment event, we recommend that you offer your selected speakers 2 possible dates for your event.  Many of the offices are short staffed.  As a result, speakers may be booked on your first date.  However, they may be available for your second choice.   Once you have finalized the event’s date, confirm it with your speakers as soon as possible.  We recommend that you reconfirm your speakers no later than 3 days prior to your event.  Also, please provide all speakers with directions and a map to the event site.  

Please inform the speakers of the number of married, single, and newlyweds; the number of new parents; and the number of parents of older children that are expected to attend the unit pre-deployment event. This information will assist your guest speakers as they prepare for their presentations.  If there are specific topics that you would like a particular speaker to cover, please inform your speakers ahead of time.

One final note, if you are planning a family day event and plan to invite representative to set up resources, select sites which will enable you to place resource tables in highly visible areas.  Also, if your event is outside, consider renting tents to shade the representatives from the sun.

Sample Pre-Deployment Brief / Fair Agenda

Sample pre-deployment agendas are only a guide to help you plan your readiness event.  There are two briefing formats currently being used by the Camp Pendleton units. Sample pre-deployment agendas are included in this Guide.  Agenda formats range from 1-2 hours in length:

A.
The “fair style” includes:

1. A limited number of  key speakers as determined by the unit. 

2. Several Booths – All key speakers and other program representatives are invited to display their program resources on nearby tables or booths.  

B.
The “speaker only style” includes:   

1. All selected key representatives brief for the designated amount of time. 

2. No booths

In both styles, each speaker generally briefs for approximately 5-15 minutes. It is important that all pre-deployment events are tailored to meet the unique readiness needs of the specific unit.  Your understanding of the unit’s composition and personnel concerns is critical.
